Constitution of The DTU Retirees 

ARTICLE I -- NAME
The name of this organization shall be The DTU Retirees.
ARTICLE II -- PURPOSE
The purposes of this organization shall be to involve retirees in fellowship, educational affairs, political action and community outreach.

ARTICLE III -- MEMBERSHIP
Section 1.   Retired DCPS educational personnel (paraprofessionals, clericals or teachers) are eligible to join the DTU Retirees.  Members of DTU affiliates,  NEA, FEA, or AFT are also eligible for membership.

Section 2.  A person is a member in good standing when he or she has paid the annual dues.
Section 3.  The rights of voting and holding an office are reserved for DTU Retirees members only.

ARTICLE IV -- OFFICERS
Section 1.   The officers shall be:  President, Vice President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer. 

Section 2.   The president or designee represents the DTU Retirees on the DTU Board of  Directors.
Section 3.   To be eligible for office the candidate shall be a member in good standing of the DTU Retirees.
Section 4.    Officers shall be elected on the 2nd Tuesday in the April General Meeting and shall take office at the following August Planning Meeting.  Elected officers must receive a majority of votes at the April meeting and are elected for a three year term.
Section 5.    To be eligible to vote, members must be in good standing.
Section 6.    Vacancies in office shall be filled by appointment of the President.
ARTICLE V – MEETINGS
Section 1.  Regular meetings shall be held at the DTU building on the second Tuesday of each month except June and July at 10 a.m.
Section 2.  A special planning meeting will be held in August.  Other special meetings may be called as needed.

ARTICLE VI – SOURCE OF POWER

The sources of power of this organization are the DTU and its affiliates: FEA, AFT, and NEA.

ARTICLE VII – AMENDMENTS AND RATIFICATION

The constitution shall be ratified by a majority of the members who attend the April meeting.
