 DTU RETIREES BY-LAWS

 ARTICLE I – RULES OF PROCEDURE
This organization shall be guided in its procedures by Robert’s Rules of Order, latest edition, when no other rules have been specially established in the by-laws or constitution. 
ARTICLE II – DUTIES OF OFFICERS
The duties of officers shall be:

1. President:

a) Presides at all general meetings
b) Serves as a member representing DTU Retirees  on the DTU Board of Directors

c) Appoints committee chair persons

d) Serves ex-officio on all committees

e) Represents DTU Retirees at FEA and other affiliate meetings

f) Serves  as public spokesperson for DTU Retirees
2. Vice President:

a) Presides at meetings in the absence of the President

b) Performs duties assigned by the President
3. Secretary:

a) Keeps  the minutes

b) Posts minutes on the internet.
4. Treasurer:

 Collects funds for intra-organizational activities (parties, trips, brunch, etc.)
ARTICLE III – COMMITTEES
The DTU Retirees shall have the following committees to do the following tasks: Membership, Elections/ Nominations, By-Laws, Programs, Phone tree, Tiger and other committees as needed. 
ARTICLE IV – DUES

Dues shall be paid by the member annually, on the anniversary month in which they joined.   Dues are as follows:  TIGER dues are $10 for everyone


Teachers:  $39 annually



UOPD:  $20 annually


Para: $20 annually
ARTICLE V – ELECTION/OFFICERS SELECTION
Section 1.  Qualifications for nominees:
a) Shall be a member in good standing with DTU and FEA.

b) Must be able to attend all meetings and functions of DTU Retirees.

Section 2.  Nominations for offices may be made from the floor at the March meeting or
 submitted to the election/nominations committee by mail seven days prior to the April meeting. 
 Section 3.  Elections for new officers shall be conducted by secret ballot on a three-year cycle starting at the April 2011 general meeting and supervised by a DTU staff member or officer.  All eligible voters will be notified by the election/nominations committee   prior to the April election.
a)  Votes will be counted by a DTU staff member or officer.
b)  New officers shall be installed at the May function.
